TOURNAMENT RULES

Please arrive 15 minutes before your scheduled match time and check in with
the tournament desk. They will inform you if play is on time or if there is a queue.

Once your scheduled match time arrives, please stay within earshot of the tournament
desk. It is your responsibility to stay close to the tournament desk. DO NOT expect
volunteers to walk around the club looking for you.

If your name is called for play, a reasonable time will be allowed for you to show up at
the desk before penalties occur.

Match penalties and defaults:

+ Upto5minutes » Loss of tossand one game
* 5-10 minutes » Loss of toss and two games
* 10-15minutes » Loss of toss and three games

« After 15 minutes » Default

Split Divisions

1.

Two different sites will be used for matches on the first day of the tournament,
Saturday, May 16: Mayfair Parkway and Mayfair East.

The CGO committee will attempt to schedule more time between singles and doubles
matches for players who are registered in split divisions. However, this may not always
be possible.

Please keep in mind that it will be your responsibility to travel from one site to another
in time for your match.

Match Play

1.

In consideration of our very tight schedule, please allow only FIVE MINUTES FOR
WARM-UP. This will be strictly enforced.

Rest breaks: 20 seconds between points (not counting tracking down balls); 90 seconds
on changeovers; 2 minutes between sets.

All main draw singles matches will be best two out of three sets, with regular scoring,
and 12-point tie-breakers played at 6 games all (NOTE: "12-point" tie-breaker is first to
7 points by two). Third set will be a 10-point super tie-breaker.

All doubles main draw matches will be best two out of three sets, with no advantage,
receiver team chooses side to receive, and 12-point tie-breakers played at 6 games all
(NOTE: "12-point" tie-breaker is first to 7 points by two). Third set will be a 10-point super
tie-breaker. Doubles play will revert to regular scoring for the finals and potentially
for quarterfinal and semifinal matches as well.

Consolation play will be offered to players who lose their first singles match.
Match format will be 8 game pro-sets (first to 8 games wins, no-ad scoring, with
12-point tie-breaker at 7 games all). Consolation finals will default to main draw singles
match format.
